INSTRUCTIONS ON DELEGATE SELECTION PROCESS

· Contact the Republican Party of Louisiana office in Baton Rouge or visit the RPL website, LAGOP.com, to find the location and time for the election process in your Congressional District.  Times and locations will also be published in newspapers across Louisiana.

· On the day of the election (February 7, 2004) appear at the advertised site with picture identification and proof of Republican voter registration.
· Nomination for election may be made by the party interested in becoming a delegate or someone else in attendance.  Nominee MUST be present and accept the nomination.

· Registered voter must attend the election meeting held in the Congressional district where he or she is registered.

· The top six vote recipients in each Congressional district will be the delegates and alternates from that district. The top three will be delegates; the next three will be alternates.

· All ballots will be maintained after the election.

· Names of the delegates and alternates will be sent to the Republican National Committee.
